                 BSJA’s Annual 2 Day Cross Country Challenge Sponsored Event   
11 and 12 October 2008 

 
 
BSJA 2 day Cross Country Challenge is open to members of BSJA Guernsey riding registered horses or ponies.   
The competition will consist of single show jump style fences (no combinations) set out on a cross country 
course with some natural and derby type obstacles.  Sunday’s heights will be increased by 5cm. 
 
The last fence will have a Joker alternative and if the Joker is cleared then 100 seconds will be deducted from 
the overall time of that round.  The attached sheet provides the rules for this event, the calculation of penalties 
and an entry form.  The combined times of the two days plus time penalties for faults will calculate the winner of 
each class.   
 
As this is a sponsored event, presentation of prize money and rosettes will take place at approximately 
5pm in the Clubhouse on Sunday 12

th
 October.  Prize money and rosettes will be forfeited for non-

attendance at the presentation ceremony and no substitutes for riders to collect their prizes is permitted. 
 
Help is needed with this event and entries per individual or family unit will only be accepted with the nomination 
of a senior marshal.

RULES for the 2 Day Cross Country Challenge on 11 and 12 October 2008  

 
This is an exciting competition and we need your help to enable us to run it so names must be put forward for 
marshalling duties with your entry please, to make the event possible.  A Senior marshal name and contact 
number must be provided with each individual or family unit entry.  Entries will not be accepted without an offer 
of help to marshal or course build. 
 
Penalties: 20 seconds added for every knock down 
  40 seconds added for every refusal 

Elimination for fall of horse or rider on course – rider not to remount  
  Elimination for 6 refusals on the course 
  Elimination if wrong course is taken 
 
The course will consist of a maximum of 20 show jump style single fences including natural or derby style 
obstacles. 
 
The last fence will have a joker alternative and if the joker is cleared then 100 seconds will be deducted from the 
overall time of that round – if the joker is knocked down then 40 seconds will be added. 
 
The times of the 2 combined rounds of both days to be added together and the fastest times will be awarded 
prize money as stated.  To be eligible for prizes the same horse and rider combination must compete in the 
same height class on both days.  In the event of a rider wishing to jump a different height class on either day, 
then that competitor shall be deemed to be competing hors concours (HC) and will not be eligible for prizes. 
 
All riders must wear up to standard body protectors and riding hats/skull caps.  Each rider much check their own 
horse insurance policies to ensure that they are covered to compete. 
 
No dogs are allowed to this event.
